Class 5:   Grades 2+3 Agility 
Class 6:   Grades 2+3 Jumping 
Class 7:   Grades 3+4+5 Agility 
Class 8:   Grades 3+4+5 Jumping 
Class 9:   Grades 4+5+6+7 Agility 
Class 10: Grades 4+5+6+7 Jumping 
Class 11:  Grades 1-7 Agility 
Class 12:  Grades 1-7 Jumping 
Class 13:  Allsorts Agility (no tyre, weaves, see-saw or dog walk - A-frame will be max 5ô) 

Class 14:  Allsorts Jumping (no tyre or weaves) 

 
Classes 1-12 ï Dogs will run over their individual heights of Large, Medium & Small. 
Classes 3-14 ï Are combined classes. 
Dogs entering classes 13 & 14 may not enter any other classes.  
Dogs entering classes 13 & 14 will jump at a maximum of: Large=35cm, Medium & Small=Micro. 

 
 
 



 
Classifications 

 

Grade 1:  For Owners/Handlers or Dogs who have not gained a 1st place in an Agility class or three  
1st places in Jumping Classes at an Agility Show. 

Grade 2:  For Owners/Handlers or Dogs who are not eligible for Grade 1 and have not gained a  
1st place in an Agility class or three 1st places in Jumping Classes at Grade 2 at an Agility Show. 

Grade 3: For Owners/Handlers or Dogs who are not eligible for Grades 1 or 2 and for dogs that are not 
eligible for Grades 4, 5, 6 or 7. 

Grade 4: For dogs that have gained a 1st place in an Agility class or three 1st places in Jumping Classes 
at Grade 3 at an Agility Show and are not eligible for Grades 3, 5, 6 or 7. 

Grade 5: For dogs that have gained a 1st place in an Agility class or three 1st places in Jumping Classes 
at Grade 4 at an Agility Show and are not eligible for Grades 3, 4, 6 or 7. 

Grade 6: For dogs that have gained a 1st place in an Agility Class or three 1st places in Jumping Classes 
at Grade 5 at an Agility Show and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 5 or 7. 

Grade 7: For dogs that have gained a minimum of four 1st places at Grade 6 at Agility Shows, two 1st 
places must be gained in Agility (not Jumping) Classes. 

Allsorts: For óold dogs, new dogs and donôt fit anywhere else dogsô.  

 
All competing dogs must be at least 18 months old on the day of the match

DIRECTIONS 
(SatNav: SG7 6RD) 

 
The field is situation just off the A507 between Baldock and Clothall. 
 
From the A1(M) Junction 10:  take the A507 to Baldock, you will pass under a railway 
bridge, go straight over at the traffic lights (Clothall Road), go straight over at the next  
roundabout  continuing on the A507 towards Buntingford.  
The field is approximately quarter of a mile on the right hand side of the road. 
 
From the A1(M) Junction 9: take the A505, at the first roundabout take the B197 to 
Baldock, youôll go past the George IV pub on your right, at the next roundabout (Tesco) 
turn right into South Road, at the next roundabout turn right taking the A507 towards 
Buntingford. 
The field is approximately quarter of a mile on the right hand side of the road.
